A motion was made by Mayor Rustin and seconded by Mr. Allen to approve the minutes 
of the Re-Organization Meeting of January 13, 2010.   All voted in favor of the motion; 
none were opposed. 
 
A motion was made by Mr. Allen and seconded by Mr. Lipson to approve the minutes of 
the Regular Public Meeting of January 28, 2010  All voted in favor of the motion; none 
were opposed. 
    
A motion was made by Mr. Allen and seconded by Mr. Lipson to approve the 
memorializing Resolution of Approval with conditions for the application of Khanh 
Nguyen, Block 1301, Lot 3, and 108 Buckingham Road.  The roll was called and the 
motion carried.  Voting YES:  Ms. Wilmit, Mr. Allen, Mr. Toonkel, Mr. Cho, Mr. 
Lipson, Mr. Zinna, Mr. Harrison, Mr. Warms and Mayor Rustin. 
 
A motion was made by Mr. Warms and seconded by Mr. Cho to approve the 
memorializing Resolution of Approval with conditions for the application of The Church 
Of The Atonement, Block 1603, Lot 12, 97 Highwood Avenue.  The roll was called and 
the motion carried.  Voting YES:  Ms. Wilmit, Mr. Toonkel, Mr. Cho, Mr. Lipson, Mr. 
Zinna, Mr. Harrison, Mr. Greene, Mr. Warms and Mayor Rustin. 
 
No public was present; therefore, there were not any comments for agenda or non-agenda 
items. 
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Proposed Ordinance No. 08-20 to amend Chapter XXXV of the Land Development 
Ordinance to establish a R-7.5A One and Two-Family Residential Zone was reviewed, 
and Mr. Toonkel made a motion to resubmit this proposed ordinance to Mayor and 
Council as written for consideration of passage in 2010.  The motion was seconded by 
Mr. Lipson and carried with a voice vote.  All voted in favor of the motion; none were 
opposed. 
 
Kevin Tremble was appointed as the Historic Preservation Commission Representative 
from the 2010 Planning Board. 
 
Borough Engineer, David Hals, was present and presented his letter dated February 5, 
2010 which included recommendations that the Board had been working on to change 
building height, combined side yard, total impervious coverage and restrictions on below 
grade garages.  The letter explained to Mayor and Council the existing language and the 
changes.  The Board had no corrections or changes to this letter.  Mr. Lipson made a 
motion to have Mr. Hals send these recommendations to Council as written; seconded by 
Mr. Zinna.  The motion was carried with a voice vote and all were in favor. 
 
Chairperson Wilmit suggested that Mr. Hals send his letter to Mayor and Council along 
with a covering summary memo. 
 
Mayor Rustin asked that neither proposed Ordinance 08-20 nor the proposed 
amendments to the Land Development Regulations discussed this evening be sent to 
Council until the memorandum dated October 9, 2009 with attached proposed revisions 
to the LDR (Land Development Regulations) is discussed and acted on by Mayor and 
Council. 
 
The Board agreed to hold up on sending proposed Ordinance 08-20 and Mr. Hals’ letter 
to Mayor and Council until later in the year. 
 
There being no further business before the Board, a motion was made by Mr. Lipson at 
9:10 p.m.  To close the meeting and adjourn; seconded by Mr. Toonkel.  A voice vote 
carried the motion.  All voted in favor; none were opposed.
